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EDITOR’S MAILBAG AND TWO BITS 
 

A new year is here! I hope that we can put the controversies of the past sev-
eral years behind us and spend our time more productively by collecting, or-
ganizing, and researching precancels. 
 
The past month seems to be the one for receiving short articles and com-
ments. Oh well, short articles mean that we can cover more topics in a single 
issue. Articles of any length, that I don’t have to write, are greatly appreciated  
- maybe even more by you than by me. 
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CURIOUSER AND CURIOUSER 
A Nony Moose (to protect helpful Postmasters) 

 
I don't think that I have mentioned this yet. We have been reluctant to talk to 
post offices since the regulation change, lest they or someone else point out 
that the devices must be destroyed. We have decided not to report any spe-
cific walk-in results of what we may find. 
 
During a 10-state round trip through the Midwest, we happened to talk to one 
postmaster with some encouraging news. The postmaster said that "The Postal 
Service changes their regulations all of the time. I'm keeping my precancel 
device." 
 
It gets curiouser and curiouser, as Morley Safer would say. Reading the 
DMM (Domestic Mail Manual) after the new regulations have been merged is 
also interesting. The residue of the 1938 dating order still remains as regula-
tion 604.3.6. 
 
"3.6 Using High Value Stamps 
If precanceled postage on a single piece is more than $1, the precanceled 
stamps must be overprinted or handstamped in black ink with the mailer's 
initials and the numerical abbreviations of the month and year for use (e.g., 
"A.B. Co. 9-78"). These stamps are acceptable on mail during the month 
shown and through the 10th of the following month." 
 
Originally, the Bureau type 71 and local devices of similar narrow width were 
made to give room for dating. Now, that city type or lines only precancels of 
any width have no function and are no longer mentioned, does dating still 
have a function on special service precancels? 
 
I haven't yet checked a new Postal Service supply catalog to see whether Item 
762 (a precancel device described as a "rubber stamp, complete, with handle" 
and 10 subjects) still appears with a 6-stamp reduced size impression of Pala, 
CA. It would certainly make perfect (governmental) sense that postmasters 
are still able to order something that they are required to destroy.  
 
Editor: I think it's a hoot that the DMM may not have been edited for consis-
tency. I agree that the guv'mint sometimes changes its mind. But I don't think 
it will happen this time. Just look how long ago they dropped Bureau precan-
cels and replaced them with a few discount rate issues. (And we only have  
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Sets of  DLE, Bureau, Town & Type Catalog and Non-MW updates are avail-
able from The Forum Editor — gratis via email or a first-class stamped, self-
addressed No. 10 envelope for each set. See addresses in the masthead.

those because advertisers have learned that the gullible public will open and 
read the contents of a stamped envelope  while they will toss, unopened, an 
envelope with a preprinted indicia straight to the circular file.) Uncle Sam cut 
costs (and reduced our tax dollars) by eliminating all those press runs for dif-
ferent denominations and town names. With the Item 762 device service pos-
sibly eliminated, they don't have to pay some one or ones to service and ad-
minister the program. Now, they can reduce the need (and salaries and bene-
fits) for so many window clerks because the ones they retain can spend their 
time waiting on customers instead of hand canceling sheet and coil stamps for 
use as precancels. 
 
 

ORIGIN OF SILENT PRECANCELS

of silent precancels in “What price philately” by C. Ellis Milbury. -- New 
York: Neptune, © 1946, page 75: 
 
“Our earliest stamps were very often precanceled by pen strokes or grid kill-
ers before their sale at the stamp windows.  This was often the practice with 
the postmaster during the quiet hours of the day when he would take sheets of 
the low value stamps and go to work on them with pen or killer and thereby 
save himself considerable time for the busier periods of the day in the han-
dling and canceling of stamps on cover.”

Henry Ward of Lexington, KY died November 19, 2007 at the age of 85 
from injuries received in a traffic accident November 14th. There is a mystery 
here: He supposedly was struck while backing out of his driveway.

ANOTHER NON-PRECANCEL FROM KANSAS CITY 
Dave Smith, PSS 123-4406 

 
I read the article in the December 2007 issue of The Forum about the attempt 
to identify the Washington Bicentennial pair from Kansas City and my 
thoughts went to the block of 4 of the Arbor Day issue, Scott 717. 
 
The photo shows a block of 4 of the illustrated type that is not tied to the 
piece. This device was used sometimes as a precancel, when the regular pre-
cancel device could not be found; however, its purpose and main use was as a 

package canceller. Thus it is a 'provisional 
precancel.' 
 
With 3 major mail order houses 
(Montgomery Wards, Sears Roebuck, and 
National Bellas Hess), Kansas City used 
huge quantities of precancels. (By volume, 
Kansas City’s use of dated precancels ranks 
right up there with Chicago.) 
 
The L types used by the mail order company 
mailrooms were ordered by the companies 
with approval of the local postmaster. The 
704 type used in Kansas City came from 6 
separate devices. These devices were cut up 
and handles put on each section to precancel 

remittance postage before the integral dated devices came along. Katz Drug 
Company was still using part of one of those devices in the early 1950's. It did 
not have the mail volume to order a new integral each month.

Last year we had 83 reporters of South Central Group counts, and now we 
have decreased to 73. Fifteen (15) previous reporters have dropped out, two 
of whom were in the top 20. These 15 have been replaced by four (4) new 
reporters and one returning reporter who re-enters the counts in the 3rd posi-
tion. There are various reasons for the departures including sold collections, 
closed albums, protest over USPS policy and no report within 5 years. The 
new reporters are Braun, Franz, Howe and Phillips, and the returning reporter 
is Lupien. We wish them all good luck as they improve their collections and 
seek to move up the ladder. 
 
The top eleven (11) Town collections are all within 7 towns of completion. 
There are two more towns than last year. Within the top 10, Positions 1 and 2  
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remain unchanged. There is a new 3rd position placeholder, Lupien, who 
forces Gutman down to 4th. Armstrong moves up from being tied for 6th to tie 
Alderson for 5th.  There is a logjam of five collectors tied for 7th including 
Adrion (formerly tied for 10th), Sears (formerly tied for 6th), Hendren 
(formerly 4th), Foster (also formerly tied for 6th), and Wysocki (also formerly 
tied for 10th). Cummings holds at 12th, Cunningham improves from 23rd to tie 
for 13th with Caves who maintains his position. Forum Editor Patterson im-
proves from 18th to hold the 15th rung. Matt Stephenson improves from tied 
for 21st to sole holder of the 16th rung. Loescher drops from 15th to tie Rehkop 
(who shows a major improvement all the way from 56th) for 17th. Masters 
moves up from tied for 21st to take the 19th slot, and Trim drops one from 19th 
to 20th.  
 
In the Type rankings, the top collection now lacks 13 types, an improvement 
of 2 over last year. There were 13 new types added since last year. The 10th 
collection now lacks 262 types, an improvement of 10 types from last year. 
The top two placeholders are unchanged from last year. Retuning reporter 
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Lupien re-enters the type rankings 
in the 3rd position, forcing Gutman 
down one to 4th. Adrion moves up 
from 6th to 5th, while Armstrong 
falls from 4th to 6th. Sears holds at 
7th, Wysocki holds at 8th, Foster 
holds at 9th Hendren holds at 10th 

and Alderson holds at 11th. Cum-
mings moves up one rung to 12th, 
Cunningham improves from 17th to 
13th, and Caves holds at 14th. 
Loescher maintains his 15th spot, but 
Rehkop moves up big time from 
54th to grab 16th. Masters falls one 
rung to 17th, and Bachner, Matt Ste-
phenson and Patterson all maintain 
their former positions.

DID YOU KNOW?--3  
More tidbits from “The Liberty Series” 

published by The American Philatelic Society 
Dilmond Postlewait, PSS 184-3544 

 
The 1954 Liberty series of U. S. stamps provides more interesting varieties 
for the collectors of Bureau Precancels than any other series. 
 
Bureau precancel collectors can decide on wet and dry printings, large hole 
and small hole coils, line spacings, shifts of city/state names and much more. 
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Can you distinguish between the wet printing and dry printing coils? The wet 
printings are on a thinner paper which contained a moisture content of 30 per-
cent or more by weight before printing. The coils will show the lines and im-
print on the back side of the coil. Dry printed coils required paper with a 
dampness requirement about 30 to 35 percent lower. This was about 18 per-
cent by weight, as opposed to the 30-35 percent requirement. The dry printed 
coils do not show through to the back side. The images are more crisp and 
clear. 
 
If you desire a bit of a challenge in collecting the wet or dry printed Liberty 
series--start with the 4¢ Lincoln (Scott 1058). Coils from seventeen different 
cities can give you a complete collection of wet printed 4¢ coil stamps. And 
two of these cities (Toledo and Pittsburgh) come ONLY in wet printings. The 
other 15 were later printed by the “dry” method.

Chicago, Ill.; Des Moines, Iowa; Detroit, Mich.; Minneapolis, Minn.; Kansas

Cleveland, Ohio; Dayton, Ohio; Toledo, Ohio; Portland, Oreg.; Pittsburgh, 
Pa.; and Dallas, Texas.  
 
You can usually expect to pay more for the wet printings, especially if you 
want MNH (mint never hinged) copies. And proportionally, the prices are 
even greater for pairs, as opposed to singles only.
